Course Description:  Algebra I expands upon basic algebraic concepts and integrates those principles with everyday life.  The processes of problem solving, reasoning, communication and making connections are emphasized.  Students will use formulas, functions, and equations to describe and clarify relationships, and will use geometry to represent algebraic relationships.  Students will learn how to write and translate expressions into mathematical forms, solve first and second degree equations, and use the concept of a function to model real-world situations. This course will also focus on problem solving in various situations, solving for and interpreting data from one and two variable equations, advanced number sense, and standardized test-taking strategies.
