Procedures

3. Dismissal:  The bell does not dismiss the class, I will. 
4. Do Now:  5 minutes worth of bell work to be completed at the beginning of every class period.  Graded as a quiz each day.
5. Zero Noise:  When the signal is held up all talking must stop and all students must make the signal.

10.  Note Taking:  
a. While taking notes the room is under Zero Noise.  

b. Save your questions until the end.

c. Only have out a pencil and paper.  
11.  Tardies:  Come in and quickly get to work – do not disrupt others when you come in late.

· Active Listening – Keep working, but no talking so new directions can be heard.

e. 5: +5% grade boost
